Article (Y)

Administrative Records: Statistical,

same as statistical indicators and reports.

Official Statistics: Statistics issued by the
Center.

Statistical Documents: Maps, charts,
records, forms, manuals, methodologies,
sample lists, and the like, containing
statistical data and information.

Statistical Survey: Any method used to
collect statistical data and information
from society or the target sector under
research or study, whether fully or
through a sample to be determined
pursuant to the international recognized
scientific methods.
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Survey Study: To survey opinions,
measure trends and collect information,
data and statistics about a subject in a
specified period by

Establishing the Center
Article (3)

Under the provisions of this Law, the “RAK
Center for Statistics and Studies”, being
subsidiary to the Executive Council, shall
be established with an independent legal
personality, financial and
administrative independence and legal

A- No individual or non-government
authority may carry out any field
or non-field statistical surveys
only after obtaining a prior
permit of the same from the
Center. This permit shall be
issued in accordance with the
conditions and
adopted by the
Council in this regard;

B- No government authority in the
Emirate may carry out any field
statistical surveys only after
obtaining an approval from the
Center and coordinate with the
Center if these surveys are non-
field;

The Board of Directors

The Center shall have a Board of
comprising of five
members at including the
chairman.

The membership term of the Board
of Directors shall be three renewable
years, and the Board shall continue
in office after the expiry of its term
until a new board is formed, or the
same to be renewed for another
term;

The Center shall have a Chief
Executive Officer (CEO) to be
appointed by a resolution from the
Executive Council upon a
recommendation from the Board of
Directors, and shall carry out the

following duties and powers:

1. Managing the Center and
implementing its policies;

2. Developing the general policy and
the strategic plans of the Center, its
programs and projects and
submitting the same to the Board
of Directors for approval;

3. Developing the strategic plans of
the statistical work in the Emirate
and submitting the same to the
Board of Directors for approval;

4. Developing the necessary
regulations  for the  proper
functioning of the Center,
submitting the same to the Board
of Directors for approval and
supervising the implementation of
such regulations;

5. Following up the statistical work,

coordinating with the competent
statistical authorities in the State

data and information required by
these authorities pursuant to the
laws in force in the State;
Developing the annual budget
draft and the closing account of the
Center and submitting the same to
the competent authorities in the
Emirate for duly approval or
adoption after the approval of the
Board of Directors;

Formation of the Consulting Council

Article (12)

A. The Center shall have a
consulting council consisting of
a president and number of
experienced and specialized
members of both public and
private sectors in the field of
planning, statistics and studies.

Article (14)

In consideration for issuing permits and
providing services, the Center shall
receive the fees determined by a
resolution from the Executive Council,
upon a proposal from the Board of
Directors.

Budget and Fiscal year of the Center
Article (15)

The Center shall have a special budget
and its accounts and records shall be
regulated pursuant to the principles of
the government accounting. The fiscal
year of the Center shall commence at
the first day of January and end on 31"
of December of each year. However,
the first fiscal year of the Center shall
commence as of the date of this Law
comes into force and ends on 31% of
December of the following year.

Financial Resources of the Center
Article (16)

The financial resources of the Center
consist of :
1. The annual financial provisions
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assigned thereto in the General
Budget of the Emirate pursuant
to the directives of the Ruler and
the proposal of the Executive
Council;

. Fees and allowance of services

rendered by the Center.

Donations, voluntary
contributions, grants and aids not
contrary with the objectives of
the Center and be accepted by
the Board of Directors.

. Any other resources adopted by

the Executive Council.

Confidentiality of Statistical Data

K

Article (17)

The statistical data and
information obtained as result of
any statistics or survey study
including any census, field survey
or other statistical works shall be
considered confidential, and no
one or authority may be informed
thereof or look into the same
except after obtaining written
permission from the Center or
based upon the request of
competent judicial authorities,
also, such data and information
may not be published for non-
statistical purposes or depend
thereupon to set tax burden or take
the same as evidence in crime or
basis for any legal act. However,
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they may be used as evidence
against anyone provided the
Center with incorrect statistical
data or information.

Upon a proposal from the Chief

Executive Officer (CEO), the
Board of Directors shall set
controls which  ensure the

confidentiality of the statistical
data and information provided to
the Center in order to ensure non-
disclosure of any thereof, and it
shall be entitled to take all
necessary measures to do so.

The Center should take all
necessary procedures to protect
statistical data and information,
provided that they shall be
collected and saved in places
where security and safety terms
exist according to  controls
determined by the Board based
upon proposal of the Chief
Executive Officer (CEO).

Upon disseminating the official
statistics, the Center shall commit
to not disclose any individual
information in order to maintain
its confidentiality, provided that
the scope of individual data shall
be determined by resolution issued
by the Board.

E- Upon conducting any survey or

statistical census, the employees
working in the field of statistics
and survey study in the Center
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and any government authority in
the Emirate, shall commit to sign
on a declaration not to disclose
or disseminate any individual
information or data.

F-The  statistical data and
information should be disclosed if
such disclosure is in execution of
Judicial order or judgment.

Penalties
Article (18)

Without prejudice to any more severe
penalty stipulated by any other
legislation:

I- It shall be punished by
imprisonment not less than one
year and a fine not less than one
hundred fifty thousand dirham
(150,000) or one of these two
penalties, each person who:

A- Disclosed or violated the
confidentiality of statistical
data and information or used
the same for purposes not
intended therefor, or
disclosed confidential reports
or made any change or
addition thereon, or sold or
distributed or printed or
disseminated any thereof
without legal justification.

B- Impersonated the employees

employee assigned to execute
a task related to census or
statistical survey or survey

studies.

Disrupted intentionally the
works of census or statistical
surveys or survey studies.

Gave intentionally misleading
data to any of those assigned
to conduct the census or
statistical surveys or survey
studies.

Got or proceeded to get
confidential statistical data or
information through any of
the employees of the Center
or therecords or
thereof by way of fraud,
threat, deception, or any
other means contrary to the
applied legislations.

Intentionally disseminated or
caused  dissemination  of
incorrect statistics, censuses
results, reports results, or
survey studies while he is

aware thereof.,

Conducted statistical surveys
without permission from the
Center.

shall be punished by

imprisonment not less than six
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months and a fine not less than
fifty thousand dirham (50,000),
and not exceeding one hundred
fifty thousand dirham (150,000),

or

one of these two penalties,

each person who:

A- Caused by his negligence the

occurrence of crime stated in
clause (1) mentioned above
whether by failing to ensure
due confidentiality or not
taking caution measures.

Refrained from providing
required data related to
census or statistics works or
stated incorrect data, and
each person who did not
provide required data within
the determined time shall be
considered as  abstainer,
unless it is proved that the
delay was due to an accepted
excuse. Data source shall be
deemed as abstainer in case it
is proved that it did not
provide the required data
within 30 days from the date
of notifying it thereof, unless
such body proves that it has
an accepted excuse which
prevented provision of such
data, except census works
where deadlines of providing
data are determined by a
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resolution issued by the
Executive Council in this
regard upon proposal from

Board of Directors.

3- It shall be punished by the
maximum limit of penalties
stated in this article each person
re-committed any of the deeds
mentioned herein.

Seeking Support of
Government Authorities

Article (19)

In order to perform the functions and
powers vested therein by the law and
the resolutions issued thereby, the
Center shall seek the support of
government authorities in the Emirate,
including Police Department. These
authorities should provide support and
assistance once requested.

Applying Human Resources Law
Article (20)

The employees of the Center shall be
subject to Human Resources Law of
RAK Government no. (1) of 2013.

Law Enforcement
Article (21)

According to the laws applied in the
Emirate and upon recommendation of
the Chief Executive Officer (CEO), the
employees of the Center who are
named by a resolution shall have the
capacity of law officers in proving the
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deeds which violate the provisions of
this law and resolutions issued thereby.
In order to do this, they shall be
entitled to make the necessary violation
control reports in this regard.

Issuance of Executive Regulation

Article (22)
The Executive Council of the Emirate
shall assume issuing the executive
regulation to implement the provisions
of this law.

Cancellations

Article (23)
Law no. 5 of 2008 regarding RAK
Statistics Center shall be cancelled, also
each provision in any other legislation
which is contrary to the provisions of
this law shall be cancelled.

Publishing & Enforcement
Article (24)

This law shall be in force as date of its
issuance and be published in the official
gazette.
